	1) MIHS Website upgrade – update/status

	3) PDC at the MSC – April 19, 2010 – Exposure Strategies (Speaker = John Mulhausen)

	· Jointly sponsored by MIHS, U of M COHSE (Randy Rabourn), and WMIHS (Bob Allen).
	

	· All 3 sponsors will share the profits or the risk, but trying to break even.
	

	· Room will hold 80 people.  The breakeven point is 65 people.  This class has been a sell-out at the AIHce for several years.  Expecting a good turn out.  To date 6 people have registered.
	

	· John is doing this class for free.  The sponsors will pay for his expenses (airfare, hotel, meals). He works for 3M in Minnesota.
	

	· U of M and WMIHS each offered to contribute $125 toward an honorarium to John for presenting.  U of M COHSE (Randy Rabourn) to write and send the honorarium to John.  
	

	· John asked if he could attend the 1st day of the MSC for free = $125.  MIHS to pay for his attendance in lieu of contributing to his honorarium.
	

	· Laura is coordinating the PDC, and tracking cost and expenses.  
	

	· Carrie is tracking the registrations.  (MIHS is providing registration service for free, instead of paying $400 to U of M COHSE to do it.)
	

	· WMIHS will broadcast to its group, which is around 40 people.
	

	· U of M COHSE will broadcast to its list serve, which reaches about 5000 people nationwide.  We may pull in attendees from surrounding states, who may also attend the MSC.
